PLAYGROUND ENTERTAINMENT/GAMES

SUGGESTED PLAN - John suggested using Firth Colour Pavers to allow the games to be permanent for the school. Four squares and hop scotch at each class room blocks. Other alternatives are not as good as paint fades or gets slippery with time.  Discussion on how it would be done - by using the colour blocks with the themes of the school blocks and by cutting square blocks of concrete out of the existing paths, and replacing with colour themed blocks in contrast to the remaining concrete, resulting in 4 squares and hopscotch for the children.   Agreed that John would supply an estimate and samples so that Jill can review plan before go ahead.  Colours to be decided upon once samples have been seen.

LIFTED PAVERS – who do they belong to?   Denise raised the point that the spare pavers might still belong to school, even though we are replacing them as the aim would be to sell these sections on Trade Me or locally (or the school might have a future use for them).  This needs clarification from Jill.

WORKING BEE – suggested date 1st May.  John to project manage with McIntee Hire supplying the concrete cutter.  Need about 20 volunteers. Suggest that a sausage sizzle run with video in hall (with supervision) for spare children whose parents cannot get child care. Although would prefer to keep the number of children to a minimum.  Rona to do notice to go into kids bags week commencing 19 April (originally planning to get a notice out before holidays, however Jill suggested we do it the first week back from holiday) Volunteers could learn how to do some paving as 
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John happy to give instruction if it helps to get more helpers.  Volunteers will be asked to wear closed in shoes/or safety shoes, gloves and bring a wheelbarrow along if they can
