Broad discussion was held on role of PTA.  John talked about  how it should be positive and people that helped should be thanked.  Looking back on what we did well and how we can do it better.  Suggested that it should be a two-way multifunctional role with teachers etc.  Jill cautioned on the cross over with the BOT and PTA and suggested that a BOT member should be present at PTA meetings, however until the new BOT was in place this could not be done as yet. Jill talked further on the lack of funding and low percentage of family donations actually paid. The PTA fundraising plays a vital role in raising funds for necessary equipment for the school.  It was agreed that the perception of the school within the community and the parents that it was a well funded and supplied school, however there is a long wish list of necessary equipment still to be purchased, which the government does not fund.  The ‘wish list’ from the teachers needs to be reviewed by the teachers. John asked for a copy.
