Child Counselling Service 
We are very fortunate to have 
the services of Kate Gatt in our 
school from this week onwards.   
Kate is completing her  

counselling qualifications and has made her services available to us to take a limited 
number of students for counselling.  Often children have anxieties that can be 
smoothed away easily by talking with someone who is qualified in this field. The 
Narrative Therapy used is not based on diagnosing and analyzing the child's 
problems or the causal factors behind it, but is more focused on uncovering and 
developing the child's skills and resources that can help them overcome their 
problem and move forward. If you feel that you would like your child to have access 
to this service, please contact me.  If we feel your child might benefit from this, we 
will approach you.  No child will be part of this programme without your permission. 
Primary schools do not often have the opportunity to be supported in this way, so 
we feel we are very fortunate.
