Swine Flu (H1N1) Update

You will be aware that this has now escalated to Pandemic Status internationally.
We would like to request your assistance in keeping this out of our school. PLEASE keep your child at home if they are ill. 

As many of you will travelling or coming into contact with visitors from overseas or around the country over the holidays we need you to assist us by being considerate and seeking medical advice if you think you have been in contact with the virus.
The Ministry of Health suggests that the families of students who have travelled to countries with  considerable spread of Influenza A (H1N1) should keep them home for a
	
week upon their return, even if they have no symptoms.  Australia is already requiring students who have travelled to countries with considerable local spread of Influenza A (H1N1) to do this.
If you are not sure, phone your GP or Healthline (0800 611 116) for medical advice.

Signs and symptoms of influenza include fever, cough, sore throat, stuffy nose, body aches, headache, chills and fatigue. Some people also experience diarrhoea and vomiting. 

Hand hygiene is still the single most effective measure in protecting everyone and we are emphasising this with the children.  Please also encourage your child to practise good cough and sneeze etiquette. This means covering the nose and mouth with a tissue when coughing or sneezing, and disposing of the tissue in a lined rubbish bin with a lid or plastic bag. Sick people should stay home until they are well. 

PLEASE – over the holidays, try to avoid contact with sick people and reduce time spent in crowded settings. If you or your child becomes sick, please stay home for seven days after the symptoms begin or until the child has been symptom-free for 24 hours, whichever is longer. This is to keep them from infecting others.

We will be pursuing a policy of sending children home from school if they exhibit these symptoms and we would appreciate your support in collecting children promptly so as to protect staff and others in the school.
