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FROM THE PRINCIPAL
Kia ora and greetings to our school families

It is very hard to believe that we are into the last week of the term already.  As you will know, we have had a very busy term and as we review what we have done, we can all be very pleased with our achievements.

In the learning programmes we are seeing the results of the Fitzroy Reading Programme in improved writing and reading from the children across all year levels.  Thank you to the parents who came to the literacy information evening – we will be holding a similar maths evening next term. Our integrated inquiry learning has resulted in some fantastic outcomes as the children have explored where we are located this term. Linked with this we had a great time exploring Scandrett Regional Park at the start of the term and in getting to grips with planting on our own site on Arbor Day.  Mrs Steffener’s environmental programme has resulted in a great plan for our orchard and veges planted already in our kitchen garden.  
	
We are looking forward to the scarecrow competition next term!  I continue to be pleased with the way the children have responded to our Living Values programme and our behaviour management systems – we continue to have children caring for each other in the playground and respecting others in the classroom. A major highlight of Term 2 was the arrival of our adventure playground in time for the start of the term, and the children have thoroughly enjoyed this.
Our sports teams have also done us proud this term as the results in the newsletter will show.
